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Guideline for the Doctoral Dissertation Examination
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The Doctoral Dissertation Examination will be conducted based on the dissertation submitted to
the committee.

Presentation of dissertation should be in 20 minutes (strictly punctual).

Questions and answers should be in 35 minutes.

Committee discussion and deliberation should be in the final 5 minutes.

The presentation should follow the structure of the dissertation. A summary of the dissertation,
with figures and tables excerpted from the dissertation, should be projected on the monitor
provided at the venue for explanation. There is no limit to the number of pages in the summary,
but figures and tables that do not appear in the dissertation must not be used, even in the
introduction. The summary should be sent to the reviewers as an electronic file in advance. Care
should be taken to ensure that information is not leaked when sending the file. The presenter

should also prepare a paper version if requested by the reviewers.
