2012 Cambodia (Assistant Prof: Worker’s Insurance)

An assistant professor was bitten by a dog which came up from
behind while carrying out research in the country-side. As the dog
ran away, it was unknown whether it was a pet or a stray.
Medication supplied by a local was applied, and the wound was washed
an hour later using with tap water and a soap brought from Japan.
Later while getting vaccinated in hospital, She was told not to use
tap water for hygienic reason but to use bottled water instead.

% Get rabies vaccinations before your trip. Avoid coming into
contact with animals by covering your skin with long sleeves and
trousers, shutting gates and doors, as well as asking owners to
keep their dogs on a leash.

RABIES, TETANUS, HEMORRHAGIC FEVERe-- may be fatal

2010 Indonesia (DC: Home & Oversea Travel Insurance)

Despite applying mosquito-repellents, a student
contracted denque fever, a disease transmitted by
mosquitos. The student contacted the ‘supervisors and
received instructions for first aid. After being
hospitalized for five days, took a week to rest, and
went back to the country-side to resume research.

2013 Cuba (DC: Student Insurance Gakkensai)
YRegistration for travel insurance covering medical
insurance is obligatory whensentering Cuba. However, the
student did not have any additional insurance other than
the Gakkensai registered by the university.

While conducting an interview at a bay near the university,
a student slipped, fell into the water and was pushed up
against rocks by a wave. After receiving first aid at a
nearby clinic, she was carried to a hospital where she went
into an emergency surgery and had her body and legs
sutured. 40 days off work for recuperation.

Immediately after arriving at the country’s capital from
the country-side where the research was being conducted,
the student developed a fever and other.symptoms of
malaria. The student took medicines that she had and the
following day received medication for malaria at the local
hospital. After six days of recuperation, went back to
the country-side to continue research.

CHOLERA, DYSENTERY, HEPATITIS:-- often contracted at
places with insanitary conditions such as unclean water

Medical expense overseas can be extremely expensive.
Avoid risks with overseas travel insurance or credit card covering medical expenses.

2014 South Africa (Assistant Prof: Worker’s Insurance)

An assistant professor fell fromga platform that did not have
fences and fell hitting his hip®on the concrete floor 1.5 m below.
An ambulance transported him to a local clinic but could not
provide adequate examination and treatment. The co-workers
drove him to hospital A in a nearby town but was not taken in,
because they were short of funds and it was unclear whether
his insurance would cover the expenses. They took him to
hospital B in another town where he spent one night. After the
insurance coverage was confirmed, hospital C in a city 350 km
away accepted to take him and transported him in a medical car.
Four weeks of recuperation.

Avoid driving in a foreign country. Have someone who is from or well accustomed to the
country or area drive until you get used to driving there. In some regions, even walking

An associate professor who was conducting research at
an US ;university was crossing the street correctly on
a green light at a crossing, when she was hit by a bus
that was making a turn at full speed. Her death was a
very unfortunate accident which she could not do
anything about as she was obeying the traffic laws.
